Routine Business

1. The District has received a total of $4,474,714 in assessment receipts through February
28, 2010, or 84% of the expected receipts for 2009/2010. This is consistent with
collections for the same period in prior years.

2. We are continuing to work with the District’s auditors, Grau & Company, on the audit for
the fiscal year ended September 30, 2009. Their field staff began work in the District’s
office on February 26, 2010.

3. We have begun to work with Andrea Lemer at Palm Beach County Information Systems
Services (ISS) on the District’s 2010 Assessment Roll. We have sent the Property
Appraiser information required under the revised requirements of s. 200.069 F.S.

4. Following the Board’s direction we will be sending our report to the District’s Public
Information Officer.  For uploading to the web-site.  We have revised the format of our
monthly financial report to consolidate the data and make the reports more readable.

Board Consideration

1. We plan on asking the Board’s approval of a resolution to revise the Assessment Code
structure used by the Property Appraiser in distributing our assessments to the various
projects and programs of the District.  The current structure is outdated as various bond
issues have been paid off.  The restructured codes will make the purpose of our
assessments more understandable and will result in more efficient processing of our
assessment information. Since the data file is very large a summary page will be sent to
the Board under separate cover.
